Help Fund Vital Shelter Renovations

The Southampton Animal Shelter Foundation will
undergo a major renovation in Fall 2025 and needs
your help to ensure we can continue caring for
homeless animals. Our facility, over 25 years old,
requires critical upgrades including new flooring
and a septic system.

The renovation will revamp furnishings, kennels, and
amenities throughout the entire shelter — covering
public spaces, the clinic, and cat areas. To complete
these improvements, the shelter will close for
approximately three months, requiring us to relocate
all animals and staff.
